
Do you have
service credit 
in IMRF?

Recent legislation may help you
increase your future pension
Public Act 94-0356 allows members of local police pension funds to
transfer up to 7 years and 11 months of Illinois Municipal Retirement
Fund (IMRF) service (prorated) into their police pension fund. 

How do you transfer the service?
Send your request in writing to IMRF, providing:

• Your name, address, Social Security number, and signature

• Name of your current local police pension fund, its address, phone
number, and an individual to contact at the fund. 

Took a refund of your IMRF service?
You can repay the refund and reinstate the service. The reinstated
service can then be transferred to your police pension fund or left on
deposit with IMRF. 

IMRF must receive your request 
in writing to transfer the service 

before January 1, 2006
